I wrote this email  to Mirek Prokes in order to partecipate in the 
consultation process, because it has been impossible to enter into the 
e-workspace regards Franco Russo 
  
Dear Mirek, 
I tried once again to enter into the web-site in order to partecipate 
in the consultation process: it was impossible. Therefore I write to 
you to advance some proposals on behalf of REDDS. 
We need a room to meet on Friday 20th May, because it was decided that 
the first day of the European assembly would be dedicated to the 
meetings of the networks, groups and so on. We will be 20/30 people. 
We think that the agenda of the Assembly should include some issues 
related to the European Constitutional Treaty,  so as to prepare 
ourselves for the results of the referenda in France, Danmark etc. Some 
Italian organizations want to propose a Convention of the European 
citizens (3/4 December 2005 in Genova) in order to discuss the results 
of the different European campaigns (Bolkenstein, citizenship by 
residency, against the war, campaigns for the social rights, for labour 
rights), which can be viewed as the pillars of the 'other 
Constitution', that of the Social Movements for  another Europe. 
After the Brussels demonstration ( 19th March), we think that the 
question of the unions should be treated overtly, in order to engage 
them into the preparatory processof the Athens social Forum. To achieve 
these results it is important to discuss the issues of the labour 
market and the neoliberal policies of the EU, which aim to destroy the 
collective bargaining, the collective agreements etc.: we need to focus 
on some questions - like those of the art. III- 210  Constitutional 
Treaty - in order to conquer the rights to a European income,  European 
level of social security, the right to strike, the union democracy etc. 
In a nutshell: we need a European labour Statute, which should 
prescribe the rights of the workers (native and non native, male and 
female). 
These are some suggestions, which we advance in order to prepare the 
agenda of the European assembly in Prague.
